
Funded by an LCIF grant in 1997, the 

Tennessee Lions Eye Center at Vander-

bilt Children's Hospital began their 

screening of children  for amblyopia and 

vision problems. In 1998, Lion Bill Allen 

happened to see an article in THE LION 

magazine on the TN screening 

program and made the proposal 

that the Ruidoso Valley Noon 

Lions Club adopt òKidSightó as 

one of their community service 

projects. The Club approved 

the proposal and a Photo 

Screener Polaroid camera was 

purchased for $6000. Lion Bill 

then coordinated with Region IX 

Child Find for the Club to pro-

vide the eye screening capability at nu-

merous childrenõs Health Fairs in Lin-

coln County. In 2007, the Club pur-

chased an iScreen digital camera that it 

is currently using. It is estimated that 

the Club has screened well over 7500 

kids since our program started.  

In 2000, the Club assisted the Alamo-

gordo Breakfast Lions to get their pro-

gram started. In 2007, Ruidoso Noon Li-

ons began taking the camera to other 

Lions Clubs in NM to introduce them to 

KidSight. Since then, The Ruidoso Noon 

Lions have teamed with the Alamogordo 

Breakfast Lions to continue 

expanding the program 

across NM. To date, pro-

grams are now also active 

in Taos, Portales, Las Ve-

gas, Carlsbad, Artesia, Al-

buquerque, Santa Fe, Los 

Alamos, Espanola, Deming, 

Silver City, Lovington, 
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Hobbs, Eunice, and La Mesa. Lions Clubs 

in Moriarty, Rio Rancho, Farmington, 

Window Rock (AZ), and Gallup have at-

tended KidSight presentations and dem-

onstrations and are considering starting 

the program in their community.  

In 2008, the NM Lions Opera-

tion KidSight (NMLOKS) Execu-

tive Committee was formed to 

provide oversight for the state-

wide effort. The Committee 

members are representatives 

of all the active KidSight Clubs. 

The Committee has applied 

and received numerous major 

grants to help provide funds to 

Clubs for cameras, eye exams 

and glasses for referred children, and 

training. I August 2009, the Committee 

was notified that it had received a 

$150,000 grant from LCIF to start a cen-

tral office with a Program Administra-

tor/Coordinator.  

Recently, a new digital camera, the Pe-

diaVision, has been introduced which 

provides on the spot results from  a 

screening. The pictures from the iS-

creen are uploaded to the iScreen com-

pany after a screening with referral re-

sults sent by email in 1 -2 days.
